ABSTRACT REQUIREMENTS

Abstracts are to be a maximum length of 150 words. Abstracts of more than 150 words will not be accepted. It is the submitter's
responsibility to assure that the abstract meets maximum length requirements and is written in a manner suitable for publication in the
conference brochure.

Abstracts must be prepared using the online Abstract Submittal Form, which can be accessed from the conference web page:
http://www.cwea.org/et attendees conferences.shtml

There is no limit to the number of abstracts that may be submitted by an individual, company, organization, or institution. Membership
in CWEA is not a requirement for presentation. CWEA supports the Americans with Disabilities Act, which promotes public accessibility
for the disabled. CWEA will accommodate individuals with special needs that are selected to participate.

Participants are responsible for all expenses, including travel and lodging expenses and registration fees for the conference. Regis-
tration will open in January 2009.

ABSTRACT REVIEW CRITERIA

Submittal of Abstract in Accordance with Requirements.
Authors should review the full Call for Abstracts to assure that all submittal requirements are followed. Abstracts that are not submitted
in accordance with the published requirements will not be accepted.

Value of Expected Technical Content to Conference Attendees.
Directly or indirectly, abstracts should indicate the value of the presented material to conference attendees. Although it is anticipated
that all proposed presentations will have value, those anticipated to have the most significant value will be selected for the conference.

Quality of Abstract.

The quality of an abstract will be considered indicative of the quality of the final presentation at CWEA. Authors should prepare their
abstracts with care, assuring that the reader will understand the background of the issue(s) and the objectives of the presentation.

ABSTRACT SUBMITTAL INSTRUCTIONS

Abstracts must be submitted by August 8, 2008. The primary speaker will be notified of acceptance or rejection by October 2008.

If you are submitting more than one abstract, submit them separately. All abstracts must be submitted electronically, using the online
Abstract Submittal Form, which can be accessed at http://www.cwea.org/et attendees conferences.shtml. Handwritten abstracts
or those not submitted online will not be accepted.
